












Rapturous applause
Artistic programme 

The opening months of the Roundhouse’s Artistic Programme 
have been remarkable. We have explored a range of art forms 
– physical theatre, contemporary dance, music, installations, 
films, talks – and have used the Main Space in a variety  
of ways – promenade, in-the-round, theatre-style.  
The programme has been received by the public with  
a warmth and enthusiasm reflected in an average attendance  
of 77% and in the positive feedback we have received.

Fuerzabruta
The artistic programme was kick started by the high energy, 
spectacular show Fuerzabruta from the creators of De La 
Guarda. With a powerful music score, nudity, lots of water, 
scenes of a poetic, violent and beautiful nature and a whole  
lot of mess… this was a very ‘Roundhouse’ start to the 
programme. Fuerzabruta ran for 13 weeks, the company 
performed 107 shows to 86,000 people.

Space Soon
In September Space Soon appeared throughout the 
Roundhouse – a series of installations and events, including  
a 14 feet high rocket made out of scrap materials in the  
Main Space, curated and produced by Arts Catalyst.  
Free installations in the Dorfman Hub, Main Space and  
car park provided a fantastic opportunity for the public  
to see the newly renovated Roundhouse in all its glory.

Merce Cunningham Dance Company
OCEAN
The Roundhouse can house work that otherwise could  
not be seen in London. This was the case with Merce 
Cunningham’s Ocean, performed in-the-round with 150 
musicians from the Guildhall School of Music encircling  
the audience at the upper level.

Music
With the capacity to hold 3,000 people, the Roundhouse  
offers a unique opportunity for artists and promoters to  
choose an alternative space for music gigs in a magnificent 
building with a significant music history.

In October 2006 the Roundhouse’s music programme 
launched with the very first BBC Electric Proms providing a 
setting for both new and established artists to create unique 
performances in. The electrifying line-up included Paul Weller 
with special guest Amy Winehouse, Damon Albarn’s The Good, 
the Bad and the Queen, the late James Brown, Kasabian with 
the BBC Concert Orchestra and intimate studio gigs with Billy 
Bragg, Donovan, Vashti Bunyan, Nitin Sawhney and Will 
Young. The events were broadcast on BBC Radio 1, 2 & 3  
and BBC 1, 3 & 4.

Autumn 2006 and music gigs continued to thrive. Performers 
included rock, pop and world artists from The Zutons, George 
Michael and Pink Fairies to Pink Martini, Jarvis Cocker, 
Feeder, Opeth, Ojos de Brujo, Vashti Bunyan and Imogen 
Heap. The Roundhouse also featured as part of the London 
International Jazz Festival programme with performances  
by Seu Jorge and Herbie Hancock.

A Midsummer Night’s Dream
Tim Supple’s stunning Indian production of A Midsummer 
Night’s Dream played to 50,000 people over six weeks. 
Performed in seven Indian languages and English, the Dream 
was a beautiful, engaging and uplifting production and the  
first text-based production to be presented at the Roundhouse 
since re-opening.
